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The Danshig Naadam Festival will held on the first week of August in the West of Ulaanbaatar
city (Hui Doloon Hudag), about 35kms (22 miles). Here you can see the Mythical Tsam Dance
ceremony as well as various buddhist rituals. The Danshig Naadam Festival celebrates the
Ancient Buddhist traditions such as Tsam dancing, and it is dedicated to the Mongolia's first
Buddhist leader, Zanabazar. "Khuree Tsam", meaning Capital city's religious mask dance, was first
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introduced togo iaint ry 18th century. The ith masks perform the movements
of gods and deities, as though the gods has physically arrived on Jambutiva ("earth" in tibetan).
Here also you can see the Naadam Festival activities such as, Mongolian wrestling, horse
racing and archery.

DAY BY DAY ITINERARY:

Day 1: Arrival in Ulaanbaatar/Ulaanbaatar Grand tour/Welcome Lunch (L)

Upon your arrival in Ulaanbaatar *° Genghis Khan”°~ New Airport and after custom formalities and
baggage claim, you will be met by Samar Magic Tours team and taken to the centrally located
hotel in Ulaanbaatar (by hotels policy the check-in time is after 02:00PM/14:00). Ulaanbaatar
City tour: visit the Gandantegchinlen Monastery is a Tibetan-style Buddhist monastery that has
been restored and revitalized since 1990. The Tibetan name translates to the "Great Place of
Complete Joy". It currently has over 150 monks in residence. It features a 26.5-meter-high statue
of Avalokitesvara. It came under state protection in 1994. 10:00AM-Here you will have the
opportunity to attend a Buddhist ceremony. Next, we will visit a small museum of dinosaur
fossils. The centerpiece of the museum is the 4m-tall, 3-ton ultraviolet Tarbosaurus bataar
(cousin of Tyrannosaurus rex) and a smaller Saurolophus, with its distinctive cranial crest. The
Tarbosaurus bataar made international headlines in 2012, when it sold for more than US$1 million
at an auction in Texas. The Mongolian Government protested that the fossil had been illegally
removed from Mongolia and demanded its return. The legal battle ended when a US judge ruled in
favor of Mongolia. Nicolas Cage has agreed to return a rare dinosaur skull to the Mongolian
government. The Oscar-winning actor bought the Tyrannosaurus bataar skull in 2007, not knowing it
had been stolen. Authorities said he voluntarily agreed to hand over the skull after learning of the
circumstances. The museum also includes examples of Velociraptor and Protoceratops, and a nest of
Oviraptor eggs. It is located inside the former Lenin Museum, built in 1974. Here you will see a large
statue of the Genghis Khan-inaugurated in 2006 on the occasion of 800th Anniversary of the Great
Mongolian Empire of Genghis Khan (1206-2006), the Sukh Baatar Hero along with The
Parliament House, Stock Exchange, the Drama Theatre and the Palace of Culture. Visit the National
History Museum-where you will see artefacts from Mongolia and Central Asia from the Stone Age
to the present. Visit the National History Museum-where you will see artefacts from Mongolia and
Central Asia from the Stone Age to the present. Welcome lunch in traditional local restaurant.
Next, visit the New Museum "Genghis Kan" ("Chinggis Khaan"), opened in the month of
Octubre 11, 2022. The museum is designed to show the history of the Mongol kings from the
reign of King Hunnu Modun Shanyu to the abdication of the Eighth Jebtsundamba.06:00PM-
Mongolian National Performers (concert which includes the Tsam dance, traditional Mongolian
singers, dancers, Tuvan throat singing and contortionists). Transfer to hotel. Overnight at selected
and confirmed hotel. Dinner is not included.
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Day 2: The Genghis Khan Statue/Gorkhi/Terelj National Park/Ulaanbaatar (B)(L)

Breakfast. 09:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team at reception of the hotel. Drive towards to
visit the 40meter /~133,3 feet Genghis Khan Statue on horseback (55km/34mi) N/E of the
Mongolian capital Ulaanbaatar. The statue is symbolically pointed east towards his birthplace. It is
on top of the Genghis Khan Statue Complex, a visitor center, itself 10 meters (32 ft 10 in) tall,
with 36 columns representing the 36 khans from Genghis to Ligdan Khan. Visitors walk to the
head of the horse through its chest and neck of the horse, where they can have a panoramic view.
Near the Great Statue of Genghis Khan, we can take beautiful photos with the Kazakhs and their
Golden Eagles, rides on the backs of Bactrian camels, or rides on Mongolian horses
through the steppes, shooting with a bow and arrow (*extra payment at the same place).
Mongolian lunch is included on the way. After, continuous drive north further to reach
Gorkhi/Terelj National Park. Seeing grasslands and beautiful vistas. The valley is about
20kms/12miles long at 1600m. This picturesque National Park is a part of Khan Khentii Strictly
Protected Area. It is a great place for hiking, trekking, even you can rock climb here at its natural
steep granite walls. Explore the Turtle shaped original giant rock - symbol of Gorkhi/Terelj
National Park. Walking & Easy Trekking to Arryabal Meditation Temple, on the top of the
small hill. Drive back to Ulaanbaatar. Transfer to hotel. Overnight at selected and confirmed
hotel. Dinner is not included.
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Days 3/4: Ulaanbaatar/Danshig Naadam Festival/Ulaanbaatar (B)(L)

Breakfast. 08:30AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team at reception of the hotel. Drive towards to
Danshig Naadam Festival is held on August in the West of Ulaanbaatar city (Hui Doloon
Hudag), about 35kms (22 miles). Here you can see the Mythical Tsam Dance ceremony as
well as various Buddhist rituals. Here also you can see the Naadam Festival activities such as,
Mongolian wrestling, horse racing and archery. Lunch is included in Hui Doloon Hudag.
Drive back to Ulaanbaatar (about 35kms/22 miles). Transfer to hotel. Overnight at selected and
confirmed hotel. Dinner is not included.

Day 5: Ulaanbaatar/Bagazarin Chuluu (Rock Formations) in Middle Gobi (B)(L)(D)

Breakfast. 09:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team at reception of the hotel. Drive towards
south to Baga Gazariin Chuluu Rock Formations - located in Delgertsogt sum, Dundgovi
province and surrounded by plain. The highest one is 15 km long and 10 km wide granite stone-
mountain elevated at 1768m above sea level. You will see rocks and stones in unique shapes and
buries of Mongols from Middle Ages. Today, we explore the ruins of Sum Khukh Burd Temple.
It was built in the 10th century from rocks transported from over 300kms/187 miles away.
Accommodation in tourist Gers camp.
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Day 6: Tsagaan Tsuvarga (Stupas or White Pagodas) in Middle Gobi (B)(L)(D)

Breakfast. 09:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team. Drive towards to Tsagaan Tsuvarga
White Stupas or White Pagodas, about 280 km/174 miles), 5-6 hours drive from the
Bagazarin Chuluu (Rock Formations). Tsagaan Tsuvarga (Stupas or White Pagodas) are
located approximately 426 km (265 miles) from Ulaanbaatar, and 30 km east of the main road
Ulaanbaatar - Umnugobi (Gobi South). The 30-60 m (196.85 ft) high, 400 m (1312.34 ft) long,
colorful limestone formation was once the ocean floor where visitors find marine fossils and shells.
Its colors stand out in the morning and at night. Tsagaan Suvarga got its name because its shape
resembles relict Buddhist stupas or pagodas. There are some trails to walk down and up through the

cliffs. Opportunity to photograph its colours in the morning and at night. Overnight in tourist Gers
camp.
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Day 7: Gobi Desert/Yolin Canyon (B)(L)(D)

Breakfast. 09:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team. Drive to Gobi Desert in South Gobi
province. Explore Yolin Canyon on foot in Gobi Gurvansaikhan National Park-was established in
1993, and expanded to its current size in 2000. This is the largest national park in Mongolia.
Famed for its rich bird habitat, Yolin Canyon or commonly known as (Vulture’s Gorge) was
originally established as a bird preserve and later for its stunning beauty and great hiking options
Yolin Canyon became one of the major destinations in Gobi. Here you will have the
opportunity for hiking in the ice valley of Gobi, the stunning landscapes. There is a small
museum, which displays dinosaur eggs, some bones and stuffed birds and leopards. Overnight in
tourist Gers camp.
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Day 8: Gobi Desert: Moltsog Sand Dunes/True Camel Family/Camel Riding/Bayanzag
(Rich in Saxual) or Flaming Cliffs (B)(L)(D)

Breakfast. 09:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team. Drive towards to Moltsog Sand dunes.
Exploration and enjoy and climb up. Visit an authentic camel breeding family. See their
real nomadic life and ride two humped camels around. Afternoon, drive towards to Bayanzag
(Rich in Saxual) or Flaming Cliffs in Gobi desert. Explore Bayanzag (Rich in Saxual) or
Flaming Cliffs-here Roy Chapman Andrews, an American palaeontologist and staff of the
Museum of Natural History in New York first found 4-6 inches dinosaur eggs here in 1922.
Bayanzag is referred as Flaming Cliffs for its amazing colours and shape). Enjoy the Gobi
sunset at the legendary “Flaming Cliffs,” which glow brilliantly at sunrise and sunset.
Overnight in tourist Gers camp.
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Day 9: Gobi Desert/Ruins of Ongi Temple in Middle Gobi (B)(L)(D)

Breakfast. 09:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team. A long trip towards north, to reach the
ruins of Ongi temple-the unique 17th century sole monastery at the heart of the desert. Ongiin
khiid (also referred as Ongi Monastery ruins) is an active small monastery with a temple
which was built on the ruins of a monastery com plex that was formerly one of the largest
monasteries in Mongolia and founded in 1760 and consisted of two separate temples com
plexes, Barlim khiid and Khutagt khiid, on the North and South of the Ongi Gol river. Here there
is an opportunity to enjoy and relax in the SAUNA or MASSAGE (*pay directly on site!). In the
evenings, cultural and entertainment programs are sometimes offered. Overnight in tourist Gers
camp.

Day 10: Ruins of Ongi Temple in Middle Gobi/Karakorum (Central Mongolia) (B)(L)(D)
Breakfast. 09:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team. Today, we will head North to Karakorum in
Central Mongolia-the Genghis (Chinggis) Khan's 13th century capital and heart of the mighty
Mongolian Empire and Okhon river Valley, cradle of Mongolian civilization. Visitors, such
as Marco Polo, described its ornate building, including a 2500 sq. meters Palace of Worldly Peace.
Overnight in tourist Gers camp.

Day 11: Karakorum (Central Mongolia) (B)(L)(D)

Breakfast. 09:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team. Today, we will visit the Monument to the
Mongol States located on a hill overlooking the city of Karakorum (Kharkhorin), on the bank of
the Orkhon River. It was built in 2004. The monument consists of a large pile of stones (a
shamanic ovoo) carefully assembled into a cone shape, approximately the same size as a tipi, with
nine posts protruding from the top. This structure is mounted on a stone and concrete platform and
is surrounded by three walls that represent three sections of a circle. The outer sides of these walls
feature three colorful mosaics representing three maps, one for each of the empires.

1. First, there was the Xiongnu Empire, a confederation of nomadic tribes that lived on the
steppes from about the 3rd century BC. until the 1st century AD.

2. The Turkish Khaganate Empire followed, established by the Goktirks in 682 and lasting only
until 744.

3. Finally, and famously, Genghis Khan founded the Mongol Empire of the 13th and 14th
centuries.

The iconic place of the Mongol Empire in culture, combined with the shamanic symbolism of
the ovoo at the center of the monument, prompts people to leave offerings of vodka, milk, tea, rice
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and other edible delicacies that inevitably attract birds and some than another herd of goats and
sheep passing by. You can also find several animal skulls around the monument, completing the
surreal scene. It is no coincidence that the Monument of The Imperial Map is located in
Kharkhorin, as this city (then called Karakorum) was the capital of the Mongol Empire under
" "Genghis” ° Khan's successor, Ogedei Khan. The Imperial Map Monument is a great vantage
point from which to look out over the city of Kharkhorin and the Orkhon River, and imagine what
this collection of dirt roads and low-rise buildings may have looked like in its glory days. Also,
today, we will visit to the legendary Erdene zuu (Hundred Treasures) Monastery, the Turtle
monument, and the Karakorum museum, to see the relics of the ancient capital of the
Mongol Empire. The Erdene Zuu Buddhist Monastery with its 108 stupas and the first Buddhist
Lamasery (16th century) was the most important religious seat. Currently it constitutes an
impressive sight, with its walls, stupas and temples, occupying an enclosure of 400 square meters,
and surrounded by the steppe. The construction was continued by his son 'Ogedei’' Khan, after his
death. After 40 years, 'Kublai Khan' (grandson of ' " Genghis Khan  “~ and host of Marco Polo)
moved the capital of the Empire to Beijing (Peking-Yuan dynasty), already invaded. In the year
1792, there were 62 temples left and more than 10,000 Lamas. In the year 1930, the Stalinist
purges destroyed most of their temples and the Lamas were banished to die in Siberia. Of its more
than one hundred temples, only three have survived to our era, it remains the most outstanding
cultural vestige of Mongolia. Overnight in tourist Gers camp.
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Day 12: Karakorum/ Tsenkher Hot Springs (B)(L)(D)

Breakfast. 09:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team. Departure in the direction of the Tsenkher
Hot Springs (about 3 hours), located near the Khangai mountains and in a forested area, in
the province of Arkhangai. These hot springs are sulphurous springs that flow at a temperature of
more than 80 degrees, allowing visitors to enjoy an open-air spa in the middle of nature. These
waters are appreciated for their healing properties. One hour of relaxing baths in the Tsenkher
hot springs. In this area there is a presence of nomadic families where they graze with their herds
of horses, yaks, sheep, bulls, etc. Overnight in Tourist Gers Camp.
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Day 13: Orkhon Valley/Turkish Memorials/Lake Ugii/Karakorum (B)(L)(D)

Breakfast. 09:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team. Today, departure via Karakorum by asphalt
road (*with the help of the Turkish Government) in the direction of the Gokhturk museum in
Khoshoo Tsaidam (Turkish Memorials, about 197km/122.41 miles, 3.5-4.0hrs) in honor of the
Turkish princes in the Orkhon Valley (about 47.2km/30miles, 1hr from Karakorum), from the early
8th century Bilge Khan and Kul Tigin with their Orkhon inscriptions, written in the Old Turkic
alphabet, which are admitted as the most impressive monuments of the nomadic Gokturk
Khaganate. They were excavated and deciphered by Russian archaeologists in the years 1889-93.
Next, departure by embankment (off road) towards Lake Ugii (about 32.3km, 1hr), an appropriate
place for birds such as: swans, geese, cranes, ducks, pigeons, storks and other migratory species
are cited in this area at the end of April, May and throughout the summer). Lake Ugii is located in
the province of Uvurkhangai, where many migratory birds arrive at certain times of the year due to
the abundance of fish. It is of great importance as a breeding and stopping place for waterfowl, for
example, the white-necked crane (Grus vipio), the swan goose (Anser cygnoides), the great bustard
(Otis tarda), the duck (Oxyura leucocephala), cranes common (Grus Grus), demoiselle cranes
(Anthropoides virgo), black storks (Ciconia nigra), and species declared vulnerable or endangered
in the Red Book. We will be able to admire and photograph a great variety of species such as the
TAdd: Ulaanbaatar 15160, CP.O. BoxX 2567, Péace Ave, Big # 3, mongolia.

ite-necked Crane and the Monk Crane surrounded by a beautiful valley where herds of sheep,
horses, bulls, and yaks graze. Over 200 species of birds have been recorded at Lake Ugii, and
where there are so many fish there are sure to be plenty of waterfowl; black-tailed godwit; Swan
goose; Great Crested Grebe; whooper swan; Bar-headed goose; Rudy Shelduck; common
goldeneye; Common Crane; and Northern Lapwing. Migratory birds arrive from May to June, from
as far away as Siberia and the Himalayas. We visit the Ornithological local museum for
observation. Continuous drive further to Karakorum (about 80 km/50 miles). Overnight in Tourist
Gers Camp in Karakorum.

Day 14: Karakorum/Hustain Nuruu National Park/Ulaanbaatar (B)(L)

Breakfast. 09:00AM-Meet Samar Magic Tours team. Today, drive back to Ulaanbaatar (about
380 km, 6 hours drive). First, drive further to explore Hustain Nuruu National Park. The Takhi is
the last species of wild horse left on the planet. In 1878, the Polish-born Russian geographer and
naturalist Nikolai Mikhailovich Przewaslki found a new species of wild horse in Mongolia, known
locally as Takhi, and took several foals to European zoos. The only way to prevent the complete
extinction of the last species of wild horse was to reintroduce it into the wild. In 1975, the
Dutchman Ian Bouman and his wife, and other entities that joined later, created the
Foundation for the Conservation and Protection of the Przewalski Horse (FPPPH), with the
aim of saving the Tahki from extinction through acclimatization. of the zoo specimens in open field
pastures, for later release into the wild. In 1992, the FPPPH brought the first 15 horses to the
Hustain Nuruu area in Mongolia, to reintroduce them to their original habitat. Currently, the

population of takhi in the wild in Hustai Nuruu National Park reaches 220 individuals. The practice of
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amlng wild animals and then eturning them to the wild is truly rare. Visit to a small museum,
about the history of the Hustain Nuruu National Park, about the founders, and the reintroduction
of the Przewaslki or Takhi wild horses in their original habitat. Excursion through the interior of
the Hustain Nuruu National Park, exploration and observation of wild horses (*bring
binocular and drone). Next, drive back to Ulaanbaatar (about 100kms/62 miles). Last
Shopping for souvenirs and cashmere. Overnight at selected and confirmed hotel. Dinner is
not included.

Day 15: Departure Mongolia. (B)

Breakfast. The rooms must be vacated before 12 noon on the day of departure. Meeting with
Samar Magic Tours at the hotel reception. Transfer to Ulaanbaatar ~° Genghis Khan’ ~ New
Airport. Departure Mongolia. (B). Tour Ends.

Excursion to explore the dunes on the back of a Bactrian camel.

1 hour of relaxing baths in the Tsenkher hot springs.

Enjoy ornithological observation in Ugii lake.

Gentle hiking through wonderful landscapes.
